PROGRAMS
Program activities conducted in 2010-2011 comprised:
· Local and regional touring productions for school and community audiences, which in 2010-2011 included 82 total performances of two productions, Tomato Plant Girl  by Wesley Middleton and Delilah’s Wish by Mariah L. Richardson;
· Mainstage production for families and school audiences, which in 2010-2011 included 
20 performances of The Giver  by Eric Coble at the Edison Theater; 
· Education programs, which in 2010-2011 included classroom residencies linked to curriculum; ArtsINTERsection, a summer arts program for students pre-K through 4th; professional development workshops for educators; after school programs; a spring break camp at Webster Groves School District; and therapeutic workshops for adoptees at Children’s Home Society.

Metro Theater Company served a total of 31,200 people in 2010-2011 with its programs:  17,674 people experienced a touring production, 11,013 attended the mainstage production or new play reading, and 2,513 participated in one of the education programs.
